• Accepted in a full-time study or training  program at the graduate level, in a univer-

sity or a qualified music training institution or with a recognized teacher, anywhere 
in the world, to study classical vocal performance in September 2010;   

• Under 30 years of age 
• Be nominated by the institution or teacher  
• Previous recipients are not eligible.
